Before completing the Police Registration Application Form, please check your visa or Biometric Residence Permit (BRP) to make sure that you are required to register with the police. This information could also be in the letter which accompanies the BRP and, if this is the case, you also need to bring the letter to the interview. The wording to look for on your visa is anything that mentions Police Registration or Pol. Registration.
